Then Puck actually worked Ed also on 40 and commented that he still had a very good fist. I was still in disbelief until two nights ago I saw KG4W spot a YU6 on 40 cw on our W4ML node. I sent him a "t-talk" and he responded. Ed has inverted vees for 160/80/40 on his 120 foot tower and a TS930 on loan from W4MYA. His amplifier is in the garage and the 80 meter 4 square in ruins, but this is a start. Ed works two half days a week at the airport so this should leave him some time for getting back in the game.

Operations for 5A, FR/G, ZK1/North Cook and VU7 are already on the docket so it should be an exciting fall/winter.
