HS, 9N7, EZ and JT were all active in the 160 CQ CW contest, but not workable in NA.  All 4 of those would be new for me and most NA topbanders.  I did manage some neat, but not new DX on 160 though; A45XR, SU9HP, 6O0N, 3V8DLH, 4J5A and FO/HA9G plus a bunch of JA's
