The big story this month is the addition of Montenegro to the DXCC list, the 336th entity on the list and the 192nd country admitted to the UN. The effective date for both lists is June 28, 2006 and the ARRL will immediately accept QSL's for this new entity. Already about half a dozen residents have been spotted on 75, 40, 30, 20, 17, 15 and 6 meters on all three modes. A major multi-national dxpedition is scheduled from July 20 to Ausust 12 with a goal of 200K qso's. 

Recently an old friend of mine sent me a W4DR qsl confirming a contact with a W6 in 1931. I thanked him by email for this vintage qsl and ask him how he came upon it. He saw it on E-bay and bought it for "several dollars". He said that there is a lively trade on E-Bay in unusual qsls and that recently a qsl from AC4RF brought a thousand dollars. This set me to thinking what my qsl collection might be worth. I won't sell it, but at least my wife and children should be aware that it does have some cash value. 

Six meters continues to be unusually good this season. Without especially trying I have worked 38 countries and 5 continents in the first half of the season. My list included 4 new grids and one new DXCC entity, HA1A. A station in FM19 has worked VK and N4BAA in Virginia Beach has worked Japan twice. I believe this is the first time a station that far east and north has ever worked Japan via E-skip. Congratulations, Jose!
