We are just over 3 weeks away from the dual Indian Dxpeditions to VU7. Between the two groups the entire month of December should be covered and for everyone a chance at new B/E's, modes. To my knowledge VU7 has never been on 160 or the WARCs and has not been on any band since 1993. Now if I can get Bill Bowen to find and Dominion Virginia Power Co to clean up the leaking power lines in my neighborhood I may work a few new B/E's myself. Last night a wee hours telephone call from old friend, N4CH alerted me to ZK4EAM on 60 meters. At 0625 Z I had him in the log. This was the first time I had ever worked split on 60; 5395 to 5371.5 and it was by far my best DX on 60. Thanks, Herman! HC4MZ has also been reported on the band. Look for 5A in the next several days and there has been lots of North Cook activity using the new E51 prefix. XF4DF, ZL8R, D20VB and 3C0M operations have all shut down, but provided lots of excitement on the bands and made it into lots of the locals logs. Individual reports follow: 

W1ZA: Duke used the CQ WW to pick up 30 new B/E's giving him 236 so far this year. He is planning a vertical for 80/160. 

W4MYA: Bob worked 15 single band in the CQ WW and also picked up ZL8R on 160 & 30 and XF4 on 160 for new B/E's 

KC4AUF: Tony sent in an excellent report of the doings of our sister dx/contest group. He reports the gang doing lots of "T-talks" as they worked XF4DF on multiple bands. WD4LBR won the crown with 7 bands, Tony was next with 6, followed by Dave N4DWK who had 4 bands. KS4RX and K4WNW each scored on 3 bands. No one reported a 10 meter qso. The Dominion DX group finished 2nd in NA with their Tangier Island IOTA dxpedition last summer. W4THU, Radio Works, was along and built a 20 meter Big Signal Loop which made lots of JA's happy. 

NW4V: Ed's new ones for the month were FH on 15S, VP8/F 17S, ZL8R on 80, 40, 17, 15 and 12 and XF4DF on 30. 

WK4Y: Roy thinks his Stepp-IR would play better to deep Asia if it was a little higher, but to JA and Eu it played very well on 20 during the contest. His new B/E's for October were XF4 160, 80 & 12, ZL8R 80, 40 & 30, D20VB 12 and 3C0M on 20S. 

K4KJL: Hopes to have a loop up in time for the SS 

N3UA: Sejo worked six new all time entities during this past month: ZL8R (4 bands), E51QMA (N. Cook), XF4DL ( 6 bands), D20VB and VP6UU on Pitcairn, the latter on 15 SSB. 

W4PM: Puck worked 627 CW qsos in 65 different entities of which 18 were new B/E's. His new ones were 

160: XF4, 80: TK9Z, XF4, 40: ZK2PX, 3XD2Z, C31, VP2M, XF4, ZL8, 30: ZK2, VP2M, XF4, ZL8 17: VU2, XF4, YL, VP2M and on 15: ZL8R. The ZL8, XF4 and ZK2 were all time new DXCC entities. If we lose CW frequency spectrum it won't be Puck's fault! 

W4DR: I worked some neat stuff in October, but the only thing new was ZL8R on 15 meter RTTY for a new mode counter. Other good catches were FO/KM9D, ZL8R, 5R8RJ, 5B4AGC, XF4DF and E51QMA all on 160 through my horrific line noise
