Remember not to submit them or the Montenegro cards for DXCC credit till October 1. YU6AO is also a super QSL'er whose cards are also out. 4O3T expects his operation will have their cards out by the end of September 

I got a mild scolding from XYL, N4CFL, for not reporting in my July DX column that she had worked 4O3T and KH8SI. This omission is herewith corrected! Several other interesting notes. You may recall that in 1982 Rosalie and I celebrated out 25th anniversary with vacation/dxpedition to Turks & Caicos as VP5JEX. This week I received a qsl from CT1BOL for that operation. He wrote on his card he had just returned to the air after a 20 year layoff. I searched for a hour to find the log book and a blank QSL and sure enough he did indeed have a 10 meter qso in the log. This card arrived just 24 years and 3 months after our QSO. He could have waited 9 months longer and send a card for our 25th and 50th anniversary operations at the same time. By the way any suggestion where we should go for the 50th? 

Last week I received a qsl from DK5WL for DU9/N0NM and in the envelope Joe included a personal qsl for me for his VU4AN/VU3RYC operation. On the back of the card he wrote, "Bob, I always enjoy to read "DX de DR". Joe I am delighted that you visit the CVCC web site and we look forward to more of your dxpeditions. Perhaps you will go to VU7 next?? I must admit that when the Indian amateurs announced the format for the VU4AN operation I did not think the venture would meet with much success especially for East Coast USA amateurs, but I was very wrong. It is true we didn't make any qso's on the 3 lowest or 2 two highest HF bands, but many easterners made it through on 30, 20, 17 and even a few on 15 meters. 
Individual reports: W4PM continues to be one of the most active DX'ers in our community. Puck now has a small amp on line along with a KW antenna tuner. This made a real difference on 80 meters where he worked his 100th country, YU6AO. HL2AEJ was new on 20 and he reported a brief opening to Europe on 10 during the WAE contest where he worked a F5. At the same time MYA was running Eu, but Puck couldn't hear the stations Bob was working. Let's get a beam next! WK4Y is enjoying his new Stepp-IR beam and reports it consistently give 20 DB or more F/B which far exceeds what he got from his quad. Roy got 3 new B/C's in August; T68G on 30, KH8SI on 20 and C98 on 17. W4TNX continues good progress on his new house, garage and barn. A little dry weather would speed the process. W4DR's lone log entry in August was for a 6 meter qso with KC0WES in rare EN47 which was my last missing grid in the US east of the Missippi river. 

October and November promise activity from 5A, North Cooks, the much postponed FR/G and TN. VU7 looks good for January and that would be a perfect month for an operation from that part of the world..
